An Officer of Election works in one of Chesapeake’s 52 precincts on Election Day. 
 
Who is eligible? 

• Any registered voter who enjoys serving the public. 
 
When do Officers work? 

• Each election.  Every year there is a November election, however 
depending on the year, there may be more Elections. 

• On Election days, officers work from 5:15 am until all work is 
completed (approximately 8:00 pm). 

 
What are Officers responsibilities? 

• Arrive at the polling place at 5:15 am on Election Day 
• Help to prepare the polling place for voting 
• Help set up voting equipment 
• Help to check in voters 
• Help to demonstrate voting equipment 
• Help to close the polling place 
• Help to certify number of votes case at the precinct 

 
Are Officers trained? 

• Yes.  Training classes are offered. 
 
Where do Officers work? 

• Officers are assigned to work at precincts close to their home. 
 
How much are Officers paid? 

• $90.00 for working on Election Day
